(5) Bhavan’s Sugam Sangeet Vibhag. 
(6) Gandhi Institute of Computer Application 
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At the commencement of the college most students were between the ages of 16 and 22, 
and until the late 1960s, all were Caucasian. The curriculum required expertise and despite the fact 
that the physical resources for such programs were inadequate infrastructure was built to match 
the study based as well as extracurricular activities. The students topped the University right from 
the first batch of the college. It induced all students such values which were required to partake of 
cultural enrichment opportunities. Today the student population has become much more diverse; a 
majority of students now major in areas that are oriented toward specific careers and computers 
are everywhere. The History, Sanskrit, Persian, major have been suspended. In the 21st Century, 
the College continues to face a variety of challenges, many of them new enough that their 
implications are not fully understood. A number of new courses are introduced by the College at 
the University level in past one year and one Faculty has been nominated by Gujarat University to 
run these courses at the Campus. These courses include Study Abroad Programme, Semester in 
India Programme, Special course for NRIs and International Programme. This also includes M. 
Phil. In Indian Diaspora, a multi disciplinary programme.  
 

The College challenges its students intellectually and emphasizes that learning is a 
lifelong endeavor -- and pleasure. Educational support services have undergone many changes, but 
the provision of tutoring and expansion of career and internship opportunities helps the College 
meet its stated purpose. Enrollment management has been strengthened during the last few years 
to improve student recruitment and to make projections about student enrollment. Information 
about each of the above areas is presented elsewhere in this report. The College has improved its 
physical facilities; The inclusion of Audio Visual Multimedia supported room, Language 
laboratory, Internet facilities, Fully Automated library and renovations of the classrooms etc. have 
helped the College better meet its stated purpose. The purpose of Bhavan’s Sheth R. A. College of 
Arts and Commerce is to excel in engaging students who want to succeed in life and work, and to 
develop those intellectual and social skills, and personal qualities of mind and heart, that will 
enable them to be responsible, productive, contributing, healthy, and fulfilled members of a 
diverse and free society in relation to their families, workplaces, communities, nation, and world.

• The College is a “College of access” providing opportunities mostly to the students who live in the 
walled city area, deprived of multi facet development of infrastructure in society, belonging to 
lower middle and middle class, most of them have studied through Gujarati as medium of study 
and many of them have never offered English in their studies. A bit less than half of the students 
belong to minority communities. This means that the institution accepts a number of "at risk" 
students. Students are considered to be "at risk" if their results show just passing marks.  To meet 
the challenges of the Vision and Mission the college has formulated some Goals:

Ans. 
Much, to put it mildly, has changed since the years of inception of the college. Competitive 
pressures; demographic, economic, and other cultural changes; and new personnel have produced 
new features at a speed that is sometimes bewildering. In the course of time the College developed 
and designed curriculum to serve non-traditional students too.  
 

Looking into these aspects and to meet the mission the College currently offers a 
combination of traditional and innovative programmes. Some programmes are so new that they 
are perhaps the first and the only ones to be introduced in the country. The college has 
implemented the CBCS Semester system following the guide line of the Gujarat University since 
the academic year 2011. In the CBCS, along with the Core and Elective subjects, Foundation and 
Soft Skill Courses are added to the curriculum. Wherever possible, students are given choice to 
select Foundation and Soft Skill subjects. To add to the wide range of subjects, in the current year, 
the college has started several skill oriented multi courses for students, following the recognition 
as a model college and guide line of the Gujarat Government. Exceeding the target of 80 yo 100 
students attending theses courses, more than 380 students have registered for the courses like 
Photography, Web Designing and Animation Fashion Designing, Competitive Examinations, etc.,   
Our total student count for the current year is 1980. The College anticipates growing at the rate of 
8 9% for the next few years. This growth arises from both an increase in the number of new 
students and an improvement in the rate of retention.  

 
Students are encouraged to attend campus-wide lectures, and they are frequently 

involved in making presentations. Several disciplines, such as English, Sociology, Commerce, 
Economics and Psychology, require senior seminars in which students make oral presentations to 
the College community.

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enhance the use of ICT the library is automated fully, it also has an internet kiosk which is 
absolutely open for the students. One latest model language lab is also established in the college 
enabling students to progress through Computer techniques into Speech. The college also has 
online examination computerized laboratory from DELL. The collge has 200 seater fully equipped 
air conditioned seminar hall. It also has two air conditioned fully equipped audio – visual 
seminar rooms specially designed with ICT enables equipments.  Each department has minimum 
one computer and one laptop. Laptops are given to all faculties in the college. In all, the College 
has 39 computers, 6 interactive note pads and 12 laptops. 
 

The College has a dynamic website www.bhavancolllege.org which also has one online 
magazine to be run by students only. The website gives an opportunity for Online Libraries, 
Counseling, Grievance cell, and curriculum related issues. The college website also virtual 
research cell which gives up-to-date information about the global and national research activities 
and about the funding agencies. Each faculty can be approached by E_mail. Each student is made 
to own his/her mail account. Very often assignments projects are to be submitted in soft copy to 
the teachers concerned.  

 
The College Management has also established Gandhi Institute of Computer Application 

in the campus only in which faculty and students are given training in Computer applications.

The College offers an interdisciplinary 
Research Program that consists of classes designed for academically talented and motivated 
students. The college currently offers B. A., B. Com., M. A., M. Phil and Ph.D. All aspects of the 
educational programs at Bhavan’s Sheth R. A. College of Arts and Commerce support the 
Statement of Institutional Purpose and reflect the importance of the arts and commerce at the 
College. 
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The College provides competent faculty and adequate physical resources. However, the 
financial resources of the College do not entirely support what it considers to be an effective 
educational program. Few majors in Sanskrit, Persian, History and one subsidiary in Secretarial 
Practice had been suspended during past few years. 

  
There are five majors: English, Gujarati, Economics, Psychology, Sociology leading to 

a three years Bachelor of Arts degree, one major Accountancy leading to a Bachelor of 
Commerce degree and one M. A. English at two years 

 
It also conducted M. Phil. course in Indian Diaspora on behalf of the Gujarat University 

at the University campus from 2008 to 2012. The faculty is also engaged in guiding M. Phil. and 
Ph. D. students. The college has recently offered many skill oriented multi courses under the 
recognition given to the college with affiliation to the Gujarat University. These courses include 
Photography, Animation and Web Designing, Competitive examinations, Clinical 
Psychology, Fashion Designing, etc. Apart from this the College Management runs a number of 
Post Graduate Diploma and Certificate courses affiliated with Bhavan’s Kendra Mumbai, in the 
evening and during the day time which are not directly College programmes but they give 
preference to the College students. A number of students have taken the advantage since these 
programmes are considered as 16th year of education and are recognized by the State and Central 
government.

Ans. 

It is a Multi Faculty College offering a broad spectrum of programmes in Arts and 
Commerce.  It also offers two medium of studies in Arts and Commerce: Gujarati medium and 
English medium. 
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The college provides sufficient flexibility within the range of programmes prescribed by 

the University in respect of permitted combination of optional, selection of special subjects etc.,. It 
offers course in nine departments with English, Sociology, Psychology, Economics, Gujarati as 
majors’ electives in Arts and Accountancy in Commerce. The elective options in subsidiary 
subjects range from Psychology, Sanskrit, Sociology, Statistics, Gujarati and Computer Science. 
The College offers English medium in Economics, and Psychology for Arts faculty.  

 
On behest of College an interdisciplinary M. Phil Course has been introduced at the 

University. The college ran the course for the University from 2008-2012.. It is the research 
course in Indian Diaspora and students who have passed post graduation with English, Sociology 
or History are eligible to take admission.  

 
The college is doing its best to translate the curricular content into learner competencies, 

using the available opportunities and the flexibility present in the system.  
  
The college provides sufficient flexibility within the range of programmes prescribed by 

the University in respect of permitted combination of optional, selection of special subjects and 
time frame etc.. 

 
The college has adapted the CBCS semester system since 2010-11, both at UG and PG. At 

Post Graduate level the subject offered is English core. At Under graduate level the choice of 
subjects widens specially in Arts. The subject options in core, elective and subject elective are as 
under:

h. Enrichment Courses: 
 

The institution conducts certain enrichment courses to supplement the curriculum 
provided by the university. These courses include Tele Accounting, Computer operations and 
English Speaking. These self- financed courses are offered free of cost to students. 

  
 1.2.4 Does the institution offer self-financed programmes? If ‘yes’, list them and indicate 
how they differ from other programmes, with reference to admission, curriculum, fee 
structure, teacher qualification, salary etc. 
 
Ans. 
The College has been made a special centre by Gujarat University for Study Abroad Programme 
and Semester in India programme which is run only for the foreign students. With this Gujarat 
University too becomes the first University to offer specialized Indian course for foreign students. 
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These include Gandhian Philosophy, Indian mythology and Culture and a host of other courses. 14 
students have already completed the course in last six months and at present there are three 
students from different countries who take Gandhian Philosophy and Gujarati, Indian Films and 
Music, Indian Cuisine and Indian identities as specialised courses. 
 

The college has recently started skill oriented programmes on the campus.  These 
programmes are recommended by the Government of Gujarat and the Gujarat University initially, 
to the model colleges – selected by the Government -, gradually, to be started by all colleges. 
Under the Government recommended skill oriented programmes the college has started courses in 
Photography, Web Designing and Animation, Competitive examinations, Clinical 
Psychology and Fashion Designing. At the initial stage, the target number was 60 to 100. 
Instead, about 380 students have registered for these courses on the campus. This year, at least, no 
fees will be charged from the students. The faculty for these courses is internal as well as external, 
i. e, the permanent staff as well as visiting faculty from various fields. Principal Dr. Neerja Arun, 
Dr. T. K. Thakur are handling G. K. and Competitive examination course; Prof. M. T. Kahar 
teaches the Clinical Psychology. 

 
A special self- financed course in English speaking is too organised by the institution for 

the summer vacations.  
 

M. Phil. In Indian Diaspora, a multidisciplinary programme as University campus as a part 
of Study Abroad Programme. This is a self-financed programme and the uniqueness is that it 
offers M. Phil. Degree to anyone who has passed post graduation with minimum 55% marks in 
English, History or Sociology with English Medium. International faculty have been invited to 
take lectures and a special MOU has been done with GOPIO an international organization of 
NRIs/ PIOs to support the course. The fee is Rs. 15,000/- per student which in the institution? The 
faculty is involved at lecture to lecture basis and local and international faculty has different slabs 
of payments on lecture basis. The college conducted this course from 2008 to 2012. 
 

1.2.5 Does the college provide additional skill oriented programmes, relevant to regional and 
global employment markets? If ‘yes’ provide details of such programme and the 
beneficiaries. 
 
Ans. 
The college has been identified as a model college by the government of Gujarat for conducting 
student portability project. Under this project several skill oriented programs have been introduced 
by the institution on the campus for enrolled students. These courses are self- financed courses. At 
the initial stage (March- April 2013) no fees were charged from the students. The institution got a 
sponsorship for these courses from the State Bank of India. From the next academic term these 
courses may be on chargeable bases for students. These courses are Photography, Web 
Designing and Animation, Competitive Exams, Clinical Psychology and Fashion Designing.

The University does not give any choice to the colleges to provide an option for Distance 
Learning. 
 

1.3. Curriculum Enrichment 
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1.3.1 Describe the efforts made by the institution to supplement the University’s Curriculum 
to ensure that the academic programmes and Institution’s goals and objectives are 
integrated? 
 
Ans. 
Though curriculum is not an obligation of the College and it has to adopt the guidelines suggested 
by the University, innovative methods are evolved in carrying on with the prescribed syllabus.  
                    

To supplement the universities curriculum the institution makes several efforts. Some add-
on enrichment courses are conducted by the institution. These courses include tell accounting, 
computer operations and English speaking. The first two courses are taught by the computer 
demonstrator of the institution. The institution invites a visiting faculty for conducting English 
speaking course. 

 
Workshops, seminars and conferences related to curriculum are organised by the 

institution. The details are as under: 
One day national seminar on Human Right related to Women and Children; Concern 

and Initiatives organised by the department of sociology on 21 November, 2011.  
 
One day National seminar on Indian-ness In Post Independence Indian English 

Writings organised by department of English on 28th July, 2012. 
 
The institution has conducted special workshops on curriculum in different subjects in the 

CBCS, organised by the KCG, founded by the government of Gujarat. In May 2012 a workshop in 
Sanskrit was conducted at the college.  

Faculty members are sent to attend workshops on curriculum and the CBCS organised by 
the KCG. Prof. Mrinalini Thakar, Professor S.B. Mehta, Prof. B.J. Shah, Prof. N.M. Bhoya, 
Professor D. M. Dave, prof. D. J .Patel have attended these workshops. 

 
1.3.2 What are the efforts made by the institution to modify, enrich and organize the 
curriculum to explicitly reflect the experiences of the students and cater to needs of the 
dynamic employment market? 
  
Ans. 
The students are taught curriculum through lectures according to the pre defined time table which 
is prepared by the college. Apart from lectures, curriculum based projects and assignments are 
given to students in each semester. The process of preparing assignments and projects serves as 
training for further studies as well as jobs and businesses. Short presentations at the classroom 
level also help in understanding of the syllabus along with developing writing, reading and 
communicative skills on the part of the students. 
 
1.3.3 Enumerate the efforts made by the institution to integrate the cross cutting issues such 
as Gender, Climate Change, Environmental Education, Human Rights, ICT etc., into the 
curriculum? 
 
Ans. 
In the CBCS semester system the university has introduced several areas of study in Foundation 
studies and Soft Skills. Environmental Education is introduced as a compulsory subject in 
Foundation Studies at Semester 4 – B.A. as well as   B. Com. Human ethics and Society is one 
of the Soft Skills subjects which is offered by the University and taught in the college. In 2010 
November the college organised a one day national seminar on Human Rights for Women and 
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Children in which renowned dignitaries from India – Hon. Justice Venkatchaliah and Justice 
Kamaleshwarnath expressed their valuable thoughts on Human Rights for women and children in 
India. Guest speakers are invited from time to time to deliver lectures on topics based on syllabus. 
 
1.3.4 What are the various value-added courses/enrichment programmes offered to ensure 
holistic development of students?

Ans. 
As per the university guide line the college teaches Foundation and Soft Skills courses are part of 
curriculum. The college chooses these subjects from the given list. I am happy to note that the 
college has selected certain value - added courses in order to ensure holistic development of the 
students. 
 

Community orientation and moral ethical values oriented courses are – Indian Epic 
Traditions, Indian Culture and Heritage, Human Society and Ethics, Environmental Studies, 
etc. 

 
Employable and life skill courses are – Broadcast, Telecast and Journalism, Right to 

Information, Presentation Skill, Leadership Development, Sports and Practice,  Time 
Management, Stress Management etc. 
 

Better career options oriented courses are - Presentation Skills, E-Communication, 
Translation Studies, etc. 

 
Apart from the Foundation Studies and Soft Skills courses the skill oriented programmes 

(mentioned above) started by the college are also designed as job, life skills and career oriented 
courses. 

 
1.3.5 Citing a few examples enumerate on the extent of use of the feedback from 
stakeholders in enriching the curriculum? 
 
Ans. 
The college welcomes feedback from the stackholders and takes it from time to time, formally as 
wel as informally. The feedback is considered and, wherever possible, the suggestions are 
implemented. For eg. The college at once accepted a teacher\s suggestion to buy cds of films 
based on the syllabus. Cds were bought and shown to students. 
 
1.3.6 How does the institution monitor and evaluate the quality of its enrichment 
programmes? 
 
Ans. 
Evaluation of Foundation and Soft Skill courses is done by the college, sending the evaluation 
marl sheet to the University, which includes the marks in its external mark sheet. 
 

Evaluation pattern of the skill oriented courses will be decided by the faculty handling the 
course.

1.4.1 What are the contributions of the institution in the design and development of the 
curriculum prepared by the University? 
  

Ans. 
The faculty members of the college have been members of the Board of Studies, formed by the 
university which prepares the curriculum. Principal Dr. Neerja Arun was a member of the Board 
of Studies in the academic year 2011-12 – the landmark year in the history of Gujarat University, 
when the CBCS semester system was first implemented by the university in all departments as 
well as affiliated colleges. She has been a member of the core committee which prepared the 
framework of the semester system and got it approved by the Government. 
 
1.4.2 Is there a formal mechanism to obtain feedback from students and stakeholders on 
Curriculum? If ‘yes’, how is it communicated to the University and made use internally for 
curriculum enrichment and introducing changes/new programmes? 

 
Ans. 
The feedback is gathered from time to time and minimum once in a year from the students, alumni 
and the community. However, the parents, employers and the academic peers are still not involved 
in the process. 
 

The feedback received is carefully studied and analysed and then communicated to the 
Board of Studies. Many a times, these suggestions have been the channels to bring the vital 
changes in the curriculum. Not only these, the proposals from College faculty has even resulted in 
introducing minimum four new programmes of international repute. From the given list the 
college has chosen many value added options. 

 
1.4.3 How many new programmes/courses were introduced by the institution during the last 
four years? What was the rationale for introducing new courses/programmes?) 
 
Ans. 
College has no authority to change the syllabus and it’s done by the affiliating University only. 
Gujarat University has been very alert as far as the revision of syllabus is concerned. The revision 
process takes place after every three years and all the subjects are revised from time to time. 
 

In 2011-12 with the CBCS semester system syllabus in all subjects has been reframed. 
Many new programmes have been introduced by the university in the semester system. 
Foundation Studies and Soft Skills are introduced as compulsory subjects in all semesters. Out of 
many options, given by the university, the college has selected its own options, following the 
feedback received from the students and the faculty. The list of subjects for Foundation and Soft 
Skills is as under:

The administrative and educational support units of the College are the offices of 
Academic Affairs, Development, Finance, Information Systems, Student Welfare activities and 
Management. 

 
The educational support services include the library, student support, information 

systems, student life, the internet and career center, and intercollegiate activities. Over the past 20 
years the divisions have changed from one administrative unit to another; there has been a change 
in leadership in each of the units two or more times, bringing about a different operating 
philosophy.

2.1 Student Enrichment and Profile: 
 
2.1.1 How does the college ensure publicity and transparency in the admission process? 
 

Ans. 
So far, in all these years, the college has made no publicity for admission. However, it has its 
exclusive prospectus as well as its own website. The policy for admission is very transparent. As 
per the university schedule, admission forms, collected from the university office, are distributed 
to applicants. The forms are scrutinized and then, the criterion (marks) for admission in different 
categories is decided by the admission committee. As per the schedule given by the university, 
first, second and, if need be, the third list of applicants is taken out by the college. Admission is 
given in General as well as reserved category. The admission process goes on for about a month. 
 
2.1.2 Explain in detail the criteria adopted and process of admission (Ex. (i) merit (ii) 
common admission test conducted by state agencies and national agencies (iii) combination 
of merit and entrance test or merit, entrance test and interview (iv) any other) to various 
programmes of the Institution. 
 

Ans. 
As mentioned above, admission is given mainly according to the marks obtained by students at the 
HSSCE examination. At the time of admission, the college has pre- decided cut off marks in 
English (L.L) secured at 12th std. on the basis of which students are granted admission. 
 
2.1.3 Give the minimum and maximum percentage of marks for admission at entry level for 
each of the programmes offered by the college and provide a comparison with other colleges 
of the affiliating university within the city/district. 
 
 
 
Ans. 
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The maximum and minimum levels of percentage of marks are decided each year at the time of 
admission process on the basis of the application received by the institution. The first merit list 
brought out by the institution (like all other colleges in the city) is generally indicative of the 
maximum percentage of marks for admission in the college. The last merit list (second or third as 
per the guide lines from the University) indicates the minimum percentage of marks decided by 
the college for the admission. Generally speaking the maximum percentage of marks for 
admission is 80% to 82%. The minimum percentage of marks for admission in commerce Gujarati 
medium is 66%, in commerce English medium is 66% and in arts, about 45%. It must be noted 
that for admission in commerce English medium minimum 50% marks are required in English.  
The admission to MA is given by taking out a merit list out of the received applications.  
 

All the colleges of the Gujarat University follow the same procedure of the admission-
putting up merit lists with maximum and minimum percentage of marks decided on the basis of 
application received. To site a few examples. 
 
2.1.4 Is there a mechanism in the institution to review the admission process and student 
profiles annually? If ‘yes’ what is the outcome of such an effort and how has it contributed 
to the improvement of the process? 
  
Ans.  
Yes. An admission committee is formed for this purpose by the college which monitors the entire 
admission process and review the process after obtaining the feedback from the students. On the 
basis of feedbacks, reservation policy of the government and valuable suggestions of committee 
member, a  modified admission process is prepared and implemented. 
 

The student profile is reviewed annually or at the end of each semester (both are prevalent) 
through their results. No student is given readmission in the same class. The college has a pre 
determined policy not to give admission to failures. Such students’ active status is converted to ex. 
Students. However, they are allowed to change Foundation and Soft Skills subjects.

2.2 Catering to Diverse Needs of Students: 
 

2.2.1 How does the institution cater to the needs of differently- abled students and ensure 
adherence to government policies in this regard? 
 
Ans. 
As per Government policies, seats are reserved for physically challenged students. Such students 
are admitted under this special category for which the merit is different from the general category. 
The percentage of merit is lowered for such students. 
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Though the percentage of differently-able students in the college is very less, they are given 
special consideration during classroom teaching and also provided facilities as per their 
requirements. 
There is also a foreign student in the college and the college looks after his special needs for 
example offereing him subkect elective subject matching his cultural environment.  
Some special bridging classes are also organized for him. 
The colge also appoints students coordinators to look after such students.  
 
 
2.2.2 Does the institution assess the students’ needs in terms of knowledge and skills before 
the commencement of the programme? If ‘yes’, give details on the process. 
 

Ans.  
Students take admission in this college after passing HSSCE examination. Their HSSCE mark 
sheet is mainly the norm for assessing their eligibility to study a programme. Students who have 
studied L.L. English till HSSCE, willing to take admission in English medium are given 
admission on the basis of their marks obtained in English at std. 12. Generally speaking, students 
getting minimum 50% in L.L. English are considered for admission in B. Com. Programme. 
Secondly, in arts faculty the admission committee guides and motivates the students to choose 
subjects according to their ability and interest, judged from marks obtained. 
 
2.2.3What are the strategies drawn and deployed by the institution to bridge the knowledge 
gap of the enrolled students to enable them to cope with the programme of their choice? 
(Bridge/Remedial/Add-on/Enrichment Courses, etc.) 
 
Ans. 

A. Students are enabled to cope with the programmes of their choice through regular lectures as per 
the pre determined time table. 

B. Students are motivated to use the college library. They are given library cards with which they can 
issue books from the library. The faculty members guide the students in selecting books. 

C. Students are motivated as well as facilitated to use web resources for their studies. The college has 
a provision for free internet access for students in the library. 

D. Students are shown movies related to their text books in languages. In 20111-12 students were 
shown films like King Lear, Abhjnana Shakuntalam in the college. This year students are shown 
Romeo and Juliet, The Blue Umbrella, etc. There is a paper called Film Studies at M.A. English. 
All the prescribed films for case study are shown to students in the college. 

E. Faculty members give material prepared by them to students to enable them to prepare for 
examinations. 

F. Guest speakers are, at times, invited to talk on different subjects related to courses. 
G. Activities like seminars, quizzes are done on small scale within the class to generate interest of the 

students, thereby, help them to understand their subjects well. 
H. The institution conducts certain add-on and enrichment courses free of cost for the enrolled 

students to enrich their knowledge to enable them to cop up with their regular programmes 
(courses) as well as to make them competent for their future prospect. In the year 2012-13 Spoken 
English Course has been conducted by the institution for P.G Classes. Ms Pooja was invited as 
the faculty for the course. The college paid the faculty from its own funds. Prof. S. M. Solanki 
teaches Computer Operations to students. 

I.  As a model college chosen by the Government of Gujarat, the college has started several add on, 
skill oriented enrichment courses in 2012-13. These courses include General Knowledge and 
Competitive Exams, Photography, Web Designing and Animation, Clinical Psychology and 
Fashion Designing. Students are invited to enroll themselves in any one of course on their choice 
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• On the basis of their previous year’s academic record, unit tests and seminars for students, the 
level of knowledge of enrolled students is analysed. 

• Our college organizes special courses for weak students or slow learners in each department. 
• Special care is taken in ensuring the progress of slow learners by conducting extra classes on 

holidays and by guiding them properly so that they are able to overcome their difficulties. 
 

 

2.2.4 How does the college sensitize its staff and students on issues such as gender, inclusion, 
environment etc.? 
 
Ans. 
 As per the guideline of the university, the college has a special cell for girls, called Women 
Development Cell (WDC). Dr. Vidya Rao initially looked after the cell. Later on it is handled by 
Prof. Niranjana Brahmbhatt. Girls are sent in different seminars and workshops conducted by 
WDCs of various colleges. In 2012 Pooja Nayak, a student of T. Y. B. Com represented the 
college in the Poetry Recitation competition held by the WDC of the Navgujarat College, 
Ahmedabad. 
 

Woman faculty members of the college take a personal interest in girl students of the 
college and guide and help them from time to time solving their problems. Principal Dr. Neerjaben 
had called a special meeting of all the woman faculty members and the girl students of the college 
to motivate the girls and make them aware of their identity, capability and role in society. 
 

Ms. Mallika Sarabhai was invited as the guest speaker on 8 February, 2013 – the Nirvan 
Day of the founder of Bharatiya Vidya Bhavan Sri K. M. Munshiji. She spoke on contemporary 
issues related to women, thereby, trying to bring awareness regarding the self respect and identity 
of women. It was a part of a state wide campaign started by her. 
 

There is a Ladies Room in the college for girl students. 
 

Certain cultural activities like Rangoli, Mehandi and Hair styling competitions are held in 
the college, especially for girl students. Subjects of gender sensitivity like Save the Girl Child, 
Status of Woman in Contemporary Indian Society are given for On the Spot Painting, Essay 
writing and Elocution competitions.  
 

Girl students are enrolled in NCC and NSS. To motivate NCC girls a separate space was 
given during the celebration of Cultural Days to the NCC to perform a Cultural Event. In the NSS 
comp (Organised by the institution as well as the University and other Institution) Girls students 
are actively involved by the faculty in-charge for NSS training and mission. About 12 girls 
participated actively In the NSS camp arranged at Chadasana by the institution in 2011-12. Girls 
from NSS are felicitated for their good work by the institution Bibin, Bhavena, Janvi, Shikha, 
have been recognized with trophies by the institution in the last two years. NSS students were 
taken to School for Blind Girls at Ranip on 15th December 2011. It was an amble attempt to 
sensitize students to needs and problems of the physically challenge for girls. 10 students from 
NSS were sent for awareness campaign My Earth My Duty organised by Youth Welfare 
Department of India from H.K Arts college ahmedabad on 6th August 2012. Saubhagsingh of B.A 
semester-IV and to other students attended the four day’s camp at Ambaji on Exploring the forest, 
organised by Youth Welfare Department of the Gujarat University. Sensitivity towards 
environment is created also by conducting project like plantation, “Save Environments camping 
by the institution especially in NSS camp.

Environment Studies is taught as a compulsory subject in Foundation Studies at B.A./B. 
Com. Sem. II. Plantation is done as part of the NSS activity. 

 
During the Cultural Week, one day is celebrated as Environment Day. Students dress up 

according to the theme, bring banners and placards on saving the environment. 
 
Global warming, Pollution, Awareness towards Environment, etc. are given as subjects for 

elocution, drawing and essay writing competitions. 
 
The institution recognized girls students for their academic performance by giving them 

medals Smt.Trilochana R. Parikh medal is given to the student securing highest marks among the 
girls in Accountancy at T.Y.B.Com annual examination. Prof. Ritaben R. Parikh medal is given to 
the highest scorer in Business Organization and Management (BOM) among girls at the annual 
examination of T.Y.B.Com.  

 
2.2.5 How does the institution identify and respond to special educational/learning needs of 
advanced learners? 

 
Ans.  
• On the basis of their previous year’s academic record, the college identifies the slow and 

advanced learners. 
• For advance learners special assignments are given. Moreover, guidance and solution of earlier 

question papers of University is given. 
• Various training sessions are organize to train the advanced learners in handling sophisticated 

instruments and softwares which are very useful in industries. 
• They are motivated for various projects and scholarships schemes. 
• They have provided information about such activities. 
• They are encourage to participate in seminars and workshops held in other institutions 
• We have the facility of enlist in our library where they are provided with different links to 

review different journals and trends in research. 
• They are also provided information regarding competitive exams. 
• We encourage them to be team leaders in group discussions and be useful to slow learners. 
 
• Students are encouraged to participate in all the academic events organised by the institution. 

The college also sends students to other colleges for workshops and seminars. About 25 
students are sent to different academic, co curricular events every year by the college. 

 
The college runs an online magazine in which contributions from students are also 

included. 
 
The college library is updated constantly. Many new books are bought and are even issued 

to students on their library cards. 
 

2.2.6 How does the institute collect, analyze and use the data and information on the 
academic performance (through the programme duration) of the students at risk of drop out 
(students from the disadvantaged sections of society, physically challenged, slow learners, 
economically weaker sections etc.)? 
 
Ans. 
There is a continual assessment of students through the programme duration.  The students’ 
academic performance is assessed by their performance in the formative and summative 
evaluations as well as by their involvement in the classroom teaching and activities. Students are 
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given projects and assignments in each subject. There is an internal evaluator examination before 
the end semester final examination, conducted by the university. Students get internal marks on 
the basis of the internal examination, projects, assignments and their attendance as well as 
performance in the classes. 

 
The college tries to stop the drop outs in its own capacity. Working students are given 

exemption from attending classes according to their job timings. 
 
The administrative office of the college efficiently carries out the procedure of availing 

scholarships to students from disadvantaged sections of the society. 
 
The principal and the faculty take personal interest in the problems of students and help to 

solve them.  
 
The college runs a counseling cell for students. Students are invited to approach the cell for 

guidance to meet challenges and solve the problems faced by them. This also helps in checking the 
drop out ratio. 

 
The number of drop outs in the year 2009-2010 in S.Y.B.A was 45 while in 2010-2011 it 

was 2. In 2011-12 the drop out ratio number was 24. In the CBCS the drop out number in the year 
2012-13 from B.A semester-II to B.A semester-III has been 50. The details of drop out number in 
other classes are as under:

It has been observed that number of drop out has been maximum in English Medium 

Classes to check this number as well as drop out due to incompetence in English. The institution 
has started course in Spoken English. The enrichment courses the teaching-learning competence 
and success in out-comes, Technological enrichment and the students central policies and 
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functioning of the institution have not only to check the drop out numbers but also as noticeable 
some classes, led to an increase of students of higher classes.  
 
2.3 TEACHING-LEARNING PROCESS:- 
 
2.3.1 How does the college plan and organise the teaching, learning and evaluation 
schedules? (Academic calendar, teaching plan, evaluation blue print, etc.) 
 
Ans. 
The college plans and organizes teaching, learning In July 2012 and evaluation according to the 
academic calendar of the University. However, in the CBCS semester system evaluation is a 
continuous process. Evaluation is done at two levels – internal and external. External evaluation is 
done through the examinations conducted by the University. Internal evaluation is done at 
multiple levels – a. internal evaluator examinations b. project and assignment work done by the 
students. students’ attendance and performance in the regular classes d. workshops, short 
presentations at the departmental level, etc. 
 
Each information is provided at the college website. 
In the beginning of the academic year, college prepares its own academic calendar, proposing the 
activities and the probable dates of different activities like cultural, sports, Saptdhara, NSS and 
NCC. Each department prepares its own departmental calendar or action plan, containing detailed 
proposed activities like seminars, tours, workshops, expert lectures etc. Students seeking 
admission are given a printed detailed prospectus which gives information about subject 
combination, the rules regarding admission, college discipline, code of conduct in the campus, 
various awards and scholarship, academic calendar, and a list of management and all the teachers. 
The college has a formal teaching plan. At the beginning of the academic year, teachers are 
supposed to make their annual teaching plan. 
Every H.O.D goes through in order to help and implement the teaching plan. 
Teachers inform students about teaching plans. A copy of every teacher‘s timetable is submitted to 
the office. Teachers are encouraged to make ICT enabled teaching- learning by different materials, 
wherever possible. Academic tours are organized. 
 

• Question papers and practical examination patterns and scheme of marking are explained to 
the students the beginning of the academic year. 

• Exams are conducted as per the university schedule. 
• Students are also evaluated through unit tests, tutorials and discuss in with the students in the 

classroom as well as in laboratories during 
• practical hours and seminars and group discussions. 
• Students are given suggestions about expected answers to the question asked, proper 

presentation of answers etc. 
• The evaluation of the unit tests, assignments, projects and practical journals forms the basis 

of judging the performance of the students throughout the year. 
 
 
 
 
 

2.3.2 How does IQAC contribute to improve the teaching –learning process? 
 
Ans. 
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 IQAC works as a great guideline agency in our college. Through its mechanism of data and 
information, collection, and analysis, it suggests required changes in teaching and learning 
methods.

Teachers use textbooks, reference books and internet for preparing study materials for 

effective teaching. Lecture method takes more time for explanation and students have less chance 
for interaction. During seminars, workshops, training sessions they have ample opportunities to 
make interactions. 
 
2.3.3 How is learning made more student-centric? Give details on the support structures and 
systems available for teachers to develop skills like interactive learning, collaborative 
learning and independent learning among the students? 

 
Ans. 
Recent developments in the field of higher education have brought many changes, where the 
whole process has become student centric. The attention is given to the process of making every 
student competitive with adequate skills to succeed in his future life. According to the vision 
statement of the college due attention is given in building an emotionally and morally strong 
personalities in the students. 
 

The learning is made student centric by adopting variation in teaching methods suited to 
the learning abilities of the students. Besides lecture methods, teacher adopts various methods that 
have been mentioned earlier. In the classes where the strength is more, lecture is delivered with 
the aim that average students will be able to assimilate the concept. 

  
The Gujarat University has implemented the CBCS Semester system for the last two years. 

The system in itself is student – centered. Under this system the students choose and study 
subjects of their own choice from those given by the college. Each subject has credits according to 
the weightage. The students are expected to take credits in order to get through. The course is 
divided in 6 semesters. At the end of each semester. There is a final exam. During the classes 
teachers have enough scope to make learning interactive. The project and assignment work given 
to students has a scope for interactive, collaborative and independent learning. 
 

The strategy of the institution: In order to help the students to cope up with programmes in 
the new system and the faculty members to be updated and innovative as well as advanced, the 
institution has developed structures and systems with a vision and planning. 

 
At the first stage, it has developed infrastructure with highly advanced technology. There 

are now multi -media class rooms, audio- visual room, advanced Language Lab., computer lab. 
Etc. In the college. 
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At the second stage, the college employed trainers to train the users, i.e. the faculty 
members. Today, most of the teachers have learnt to make use of the support system developed by 
the college with the help of technology. 

 
In the next five years, the institution is looking forward to create environment for students 

to get used to the new system and also to use it appropriately. 
 

The college has been declared as a model college by the Gujarat University and Department 
of Higher education, Gujarat state for implementation of the CBCS. As per government 
recommendations, the college has introduced several student interpretability courses as additional 
courses for overall development and future prospects of students. The college has introduced 
courses like Web Designing and Animation, Competitive Examinations oriented Course, 
Fashion Designing, Clinical Psychology, etc. The courses have been started in Feb. 2013. At the 
initial stage, while the target was 100 students, about 380 students have registered for these 
courses. 
 
2.3.4 How does the institution nurture critical thinking, creativity and scientific temper 
among the students to transform them into life-long learners and innovators? 
 
Ans. 
Critical thinking of the students is provoked by thought provoking lectures and seminars arranged 
by the college for the students. 
 

The art of living conducted one day seminar in the college “Walk Like A King” on 30, 
August 2012. 

 
The institute of Charterd Accountants of India conducted a workshop on Financial 

Education  in Sept 2012. 
 
The CFA Group, Ahmedabad guided the students in one day seminar giving information 

about MBA course and also discussing topic like Stress Management, Personality Development, 
Communication Skill, Resume Writing, Time Management and Interview tips in Sept 2012. 
 

On behalf of Adani, AICI conducted one day seminar on Campus to Corporate on 12, 
October 2012 

 
 Students are encouraged to ask questions in the class. Drawing and preparing material 

from books also lead to independent thinking. 
 
To nurture creativity the college holds several cultural competitions in which students are 

motivated to participate. Essay writing, Best out of Waste, on the spot painting, Dance, etc. aim at 
nurturing the creativity of the students. 

 
Students are sent to other colleges also for inter college competitions. In 2012-13 Pooja, 

Khushboo, Bibin, Manisha, Bhavik, and Sohil participated in Saptadhara competitions 
(Saptadhara is Government project) arranged at different centers 

 
In 2012-13 the college hostate the Youth Festival in the City Zone of Gujarat University. 

Students participated as well as attended thought provoking as well as creativity-
oriented,cultural competition like elocution, Debate, Collage, Cartooning, Poster-Making, on 
the Spot Painting and Clay Modeling, Flock Dance, Skit, Mine, Mono Acting, Extempore, 
Classical and Light Music and Group Song, Khushboo Vyas participated at won a price in 
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Extempore, Pooja, Sumit, Parag, Jay and Hardik won a price in Skit. Rakesh won a price in 
Cartooning while Heena in Poster Making. Rajvi, Peenal, Chandni and Group participated at 
Flock Dance. Nurul won a price in Western Solo Song. Bhavik bagged a price in Classical 
Instrumental. Sujita took park in Light Vocal and Divya Participated in Clay Modeling. 

 
The winners of the Youth Festival then represented the zone in inter-zonal Youth 

Festival at VIRAM GAM from 13th to 15th October in 2012. Khushboo won the third price in 
Extempore. 
 

 Khushboo and Bibin won the first price in inter-college debate organised by S.V Art 
College in January, 2013 
 
2.3.5 What are the technologies and facilities available and used by the faculty for effective 
teaching? Eg: Virtual laboratories, e-learning - resources from National Programme on 
Technology Enhanced Learning (NPTEL) and National Mission on Education through 
Information and Communication Technology (NME-ICT), open educational resources, 
mobile education, etc. 

 
Ans. 
As far as availability of structures and systems is concerned, the college has richly developed and 
implemented technological systems. Teachers as well as students have an easy access to internet 
through a Wi-Fai connection on the campus. Room nos. 5 and 1 are multi-media classrooms, 
equipped with projector, white board, CPU unit, etc. Educational c.ds, films and power point 
slides are shown to students. Many teachers often use ppt. in their regular lectures. The 
Government of Gujarat regularly telecasts educational programmes, specially for colleges and 
university departments under SANDHAN project run by the KCG (Knowledge consultium of 
Gujarat.The college faculty often goes there as resource persons. Dr. Neerja Arun, Dr. T. K. 
Thakur, Dr. Swati Kapadia, etc. have been going to the SANDHAN as resource persons. It is 
difficult to match with all live telecasts so we have purchased sets of CDs. prepared on these 
telecasts in all courses run by the college. The faculty makes use of these CDs. for students. E.g. 
In English core, the teacher showed the c.d. on Elizabethan Age to Sem. 2 students. Films related 
to curriculum like Romeo and Juliet Sem. 2), The Blue Umbrella (Sem. 4), Abhijyana 
Shakuntalam, The Kid (P.G.) are also shown to students. 
 

Students are also taken to the EMRC to participate in country-wide classroom tele-
conference. 

 
With the Wi-Fi connection faculty members can access internet even in small classrooms 

with the help of laptops and make teaching more effective and interesting. I may add that the 
college has given laptops to all departments. 

 
 

2.3.6 How are the students and faculty exposed to advanced level of knowledge and skills 
(blended learning, expert lectures, seminars, workshops etc.)? 
 
Ans. 
Good books are the best source of knowledge. The college library keeps buying new books. Books 
are also bought on recommendations by the faculty members. Academic journals like The 
Bhavan’s Journal, Bharatiya Manyaprad, Sanskruti, Parab and Kumar are also means of 
knowledge. 
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The faculty members and the students have an easy access to internet. All the departments 
of the college are given laptops by the college. With the Wi-Fi on the campus, the faculty 
members have a very access to web resources. 
 

The college has been organizing seminars, workshops and conferences for the faculty as 
well as students at local, national and international level. These inform and update them with the 
latest trends in education and scholarship. 
The faculty members regularly participate in various conferences, seminars and workshop on 
recent development in their respective subjects. Project undertaken by the faculties also make 
them abreast with recent development in the subjects. Teachers do attend orientation and refresher 
courses. During regular lectures the teachers conveys the recent developments to the 
students.Many departments encourage student to collect and display newspaper cutting of the 
articles on the recent development in the subjects. Display of wall magazines with the articles on 
recent topics is also one of the ways used to update the knowledge of the students. 

 
 
2.3.7 Detail (process and the number of students \benefitted) on the academic, personal and 
psycho-social support and guidance services (professional counseling/mentoring/academic 
advise) provided to students? 
 
Ans. 
About 1,000 to 1,200 students, including majority of the final year students are benefited  from 
seminars and workshops arranged by the college and also support and guidance given by the 
college during each year. 
 
2.3.8 Provide details of innovative teaching approaches/methods adopted by the faculty 
during the last four years? What are the efforts made by the institution to encourage the 
faulty to adopt new and innovative approaches and the the impact of such innovative 
practices on student learning? 
 
Ans.  
The faculty members try different methods and approaches, often innovative ones, for enabling 
learners to learn. Rather than simple direct method students are encouraged to participate through 
brief presentations, small-scale quizzes (MCQS), etc. They are often provided reading material in 
soft or hard copy and then the classes are held explaining the material given beforehand. Students 
are encouraged to use the college library. Innovative approaches are tried out in projects and 
assignments. For E.g. in a core group students were asked to draw MCQs and brief questions from 
the prescribed text as assignment. 
 

The institution provides apt infrastructure for certain innovations such as e-learning. 
Appreciation and positive approach of the head of the institution and the management remain 
guiding as well as motivating forces for the faculty members. 

 
2.3.9 How are library resources used to augment the teaching-learning process? 
 
Ans.  
Library resources include books, journals as well as educational c.ds. Students are issued library 
cards. They can issue books from the library. Several new books are bought regularly. In spite of 
the constraint of space, the library supports the faculty with text as well as reference books. Books 
needed by the faculty are never denied. They are purchased and issued to the faculty members. 
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There are some books like encyclopedias and dictionaries which are kept as reference 
books in the library. 
 

There is an e-library as well. The e-library has educational CD’s and CD’s of art and 
culture.

On 28th and 29th March, 2011 
a two day training programme for Master Trainers under The Knowledge Management 
Programme organised by the District coordinator of Knowledge Consortium of Gujarat, 
Ahmedabad was arranged in the college for the faculty members of the colleges under the 
district.

2.4.2 How does the institution cope with the growing demand/ scarcity of qualified senior 
faculty to teach new programmes/ modern areas (emerging areas) of study being introduced 
(Biotechnology, IT, Bioinformatics etc.)? Provide details on the efforts made by the 
institution in this direction and the outcome during the last three years. 
 
Ans.  
In the last three years syllabus in almost all subjects has been revised and updated.  New 
dimensions are added to syllabus. E.g. In Sem. 1 B. Com Human Resource Management has been 
introduced as a core subject. Qualified senior faculty efficiently teaches this updating of Business 
Organisation Management. Similarly, Tele Accounting is taught by the computer teacher. The 
Foundation and Soft Skills courses are also taught by permanent teachers. E.G. Principal Dr. 
Neerja Arun has been teaching Human Society and Ethics in B. A. classes. Prof. B. J. Shah and 
Dr. T. K. Thakur, teachers of commerce facultytaught Time Management – a subject in 
Foundation Studies – at B. Com Sem. 1 in 2011-12. Prof. D. J. Patel, Prof. Chavada, Prof. 
Niranjana Brahmbhatt taught subjects other than their specializations, in Foundation and Soft 
Skills. Dr. Vidya Rao, Dr. Swati Kapadia and Dr. A. A. Patel – faculty in English – have taught 
Stress Management a Soft Skills course at B. Com Sem. 1 in 2011-12. Prof. Bhoya teaches Indian 
Epics at BB.A. Sem. 1.Prof. S. M. Solanki, Prof. M. T. Thaker and Prof. Nehal Rajguru teach 
Environment Studies at Sem. 2. This year Dr. =Swati Kapadia and Prof. Niranjana Brahmbhatt 
have been teaching Translation Studies in Sem.4 B. A. class. E- Communication is taught as a 
soft skill course to B. Com Sem.3 students by Prof. Narendra Patel and Prof Yejas Shah.(This was 
the year when the CBCS was implemented by the university in all affiliated colleges). 
 

In 2013 as part of Student Portability programme, certain skill oriented courses are 
introduced for students on the campus. These courses are taught by permanent faculty of the 
college as well as visiting faculty. Principal Dr. Neerja Arun and Dr. T. K. Thakur have 
volunteered to guide students in the course Preparation of Competitive Examinations.  Prof. S. 
M. solanki has been conducting classes on Web Designing and Animation and Prof. M. T. 
Kahar, on Clinical Psychology. 

 
2.4.3 Providing details on staff development programmes during the last four years 
elaborate on the strategies adopted by the institution in enhancing the teacher quality.

The Principal Dr. Neerja Arun had been a member of the core committee of the V. C. when the 
CBCS was implemented. She familiarized and trained the faculty members in the new system. She 
has conducted orientation and awareness programmes for the CBCS in many colleges. She has 
played a key role in framing the credit structure of the semester system. She has been a part of the 
curriculum designing exercise. As a member of the Board of Studies in 2010-11 she has framed 
the syllabus of the new system in English.  Communicating with the syllabus committees of all 
subjects offered by the Gujarat University, she has uploaded the curriculum in all subjects. She has 
constantly been a guiding force for all the faculty members in the college, in handling the new 
curriculum in the new system. 
 

 In the year 2012 the (KCG) Knowledge Consortium of Gujarat) decided to prepare study 
and reference material in all subjects (Arts, Commerce and Science faculty) for students of all 
universities of Gujarat. Dr. Neerja Arun was the coordinator for English, Economics and all 
commerce subjects in this project. Many faculty members served as subject expert writers 
preparing the course material.

MCQs and brief answers. The faculty members prepared MCQs and short answer question bank in 
their subjects. It was uploaded in the college website. 

 
The principal holds staff meetings to discuss issues related to teaching-learning in 

the college. She informs about the latest decisions made by the university and gets the 
circulators received circulated. There is a healthy, one to one and collective discussion 
regarding assessment and evaluation of learning achievements of students.

The evaluation by students becomes on the means for the institution to SS the academic 

expercities and teaching abilities of the teachers. The teachers are invited to take suggestions from 
the student’s feedback and implement then in their own ways. 
 
2.5 Evaluation Process and Reforms:- 
      
2.5.1 How does the institution ensure that the stakeholders of the institution especially 
students and faculty are aware of the evaluation processes?       

 
Ans. 

The institute has very transparent policy of internal evaluation .The system of internal evaluation 
is decided by the institution in the CBSC. The faculty members becomes a part of the decision 
making process.     

Before CBSC implemented the system of college and University evaluation was fixed and 
determined by the University. For the last two year (June 2011) since the CBSC has been 
implemented the institution is free to decide its own system of internal evaluation. 

 
Evalution is a continuous process. Its different aspects are made known to students. Every 

year in the beginning of the academic term, an orientation program is organised for the student by 
the institution, to acquaint them with CBSC evaluation pattern, college activities, etc. 
 
2.5.2 What are the major evaluation reforms of the university that the institution has 
adopted and what are the reforms initiated by the institution on its own? 
 
Ans. 
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The University has implemented the semester system since 2011. As the affiliated college the 
institution also adapted the system. In the semester system. Which the system, external evaluation 
done at the end of each semester, i.e twice in year. There is a provision of carry forward for the 
failures till semester-5, i.e students are promoted to higher semester irrespective of their result. 
This is done till semester-5, they must clear all the semester before going to semester-6. 
 

For internal evaluation the University has determined projects, assignments and evaluatry 
tests. The institution does internal evaluation by projects assignments, evaluatery examination.  
 
2.5.3 How does the institution ensure effective implementation of the evaluation reforms of 
the university and those initiated by the institution on its own? 
 
Ans. The implementation of evaluation reforms are is made effective by acquainting the students 
tailing admission in semester-I with the evaluation pattern. 
 

The evaluation is done with the co-ordination of the teaching as well as non teaching staff.  
 

The faculty members actively do the internal evaluation of the students by correcting 
projects, assignment answer sheet and also through junior supervision during the examination. 
 
2.5.4 Provide details on the formative and summative evaluation approaches dopted to 
measure student achievement. Cite a few examples which have positively impacted the 
system. 
 
Ans. 
In the semester system there is one formative assessment [Internal evaluator exam] both, at UG 
and PG assignment and project related to syllabus in each subject, are part of summative 
assessment. Regularity, behavior, class performance etc. are norms for evaluating the students’ 
projects and assignments are intended to prepare students for final examinations By self 
preparation of project and assignments, the students, the students at least in small group learn to 
search, analyze and write on their own. It aims at developing representation and research skills of 
students, At PG level students have to prepare brief dissertations on a selected topic: They have to 
make an oral presentation of their right up as well. In PG semester-4 students have to make a PPT 
presentation. They have to appear mock interview. 
 

This kind of evaluation has had very positive impact on achievement of students. Virali a 
student who studied both, UG and PG from the college feels that the project seminar, dissertations 
have developed her writing skills; she is able to take up Translation as professional career. She is 
inspired to study journalism because of the presentation skills tough at PG. 
 

Nandita another bright student of the college consider the teaching learning process having 
played a key role in her success as a media person. Professional skill developed through the course 
(Paper 511 and evaluated minutely has made Altafkhan competent as a marketing person and also 
as a successful achiever in PGDCA course. To site few more examples, Smishad (PG sem-
4,Shikha,Saubhagsingh and Bibin(UG sem-4) and Sakeena (UG sem-2) have also develop through 
the exercise of preparing project, amassments and research papers as well as for summative 
assessment at the end of each semester. 

 
2.5.5 Enumerate on how the institution monitors and communicates the progress and 
performance of students through the duration of the course/programme?Provide an analysis 
of the students results/achievements (Programme/course wise for last four years) and 
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explain the differences if any and patterns of achievement across the programmes/courses 
offered.  
 
Ans. 
 (A)  Until 2011 the college followed the annual system of courses and evaluation two internal 
evaluatery exams were taken by the college during a year marks where put up on notice board the 
total internal marks attainted by student(out of 30) were also put up on notice board of the college. 
At the end of each year students appeared for the annual examination held by the University. The 
University sent mark sheets for each year indicating student’s marks at the internal as well as 
external evaluation. Students were promoted to higher classes on the basis of their performance 
indicated in the University mark sheet 
 
 (B)  The CBCS semester system has been implemented in the college since 2011. The progress 
and performance of the student have been evaluated continuously and at various levels during the 
course. Marks attend by student in the internal examination, projects, assignments and also on the 
basis of their behavior and performance. During the semester are combined for internal evaluation. 
The internal marks are put up on the college website (www.bhavancollege.org) as well as on 
the college notice board. 
Analysis: 
 

2.5.6 Detail on the significant improvements made in ensuring rigor and transparency in the 
internal assessment during the last four years and weightages assigned for the overall 
development of students (weightage for behavioral aspects, independent learning, 
communication skills etc. 
 
Ans. 
 (A)  In the annual system internal marks were given on the basis of two examinations-on of 50 
marks and the other of 75- and behavior and attendance in the classes in the semester system, 
evaluation is the continues. Process internal assessment consists of one mid semester examination 
of 50 marks, project, assignments, performance and behavior of students during the semester. 
 
(B) The policy of the institution in internal assessment has always been very transparent the 
internal marks of student are put up on the college website. Secondly, the college follows the 
guidelines laid down by the University for Internal Assessment. The university software has been 
installed for calculating internal marks 
 
(C) In both the system, behavioral aspect carries three percent of internal assessment. At T.Y.B.A 
English the internal as well as external examination include a viva-voce in paper 10A which 
carries 20% weight age of marks.  
   

At P.G (M.A English) independent learning and communication skills of students are 
evaluated in each semester the details are as under: 

 
In each semester, the 5th paper consists of self preparation of assort dissertation and an oral 

presentation as well as viva-voce. The written part carries 70 marks and the oral carries 30 marks. 
 
Semester-I: Paper Communicative English I- 405 viva-voce communication skills-Rapid 

reading, Pronunciation and intonation. 
 
Semester-II: Paper Communicative English II-409 viva-voce evaluating reading 

comprehension listening skills. 
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Semester IV: Paper -511professional skill power point presentation, group discussion, 
mock interview, mock open defense and quiz. 
 

NOTE: - In all semester viva-voce carries 15% (only in semester-4 30%) weight age of 
marks. 
 
2.5.7 Does the institution and individual teachers use assessment/evaluation as an indicator 
for evaluating student performance, achievement of learning objectives and planning? If 
‘yes’ provide details on the process and cite a few examples. 
 
Ans. 
Evaluation is the means of evaluating achievement of learning and planning. Students are 
promoted higher semester until semester with whatever result they get (internal and external). 
However, they must pass in all five semester in order to be promoted to the final semester that is 
i.e, semester-6. They must reappear in the examination both external and internal (whichever is 
applicable), submit the pending projects and assignments before being promoted to semerer-6. 

  
At individual level, teachers may plan the process of teaching and teaching strategies 

according to the evaluation results of students. Collectively, student’s performance and 
achievements of learning objectives are evaluated through the formative and summative 
assessments  
 
2.5.8 What are the mechanisms for redressal of grievances with reference to evaluation both 
at the college and University level? 
 
Ans. 
There is a provision of Rechecking both at the college and the University level. Students are 
required to fill and application form for rechecking within a given period of time. At the college 
level, students are allowed to go for rechecking of the total internal marks as well. 
 

At the University level there is a provision of reassessment as well. However it is allowed 
to students of final year. 
 
2.6 Student’s performances and Learning Outcomes:- 
 
2.6.1 Does the college have clearly stated learning outcomes? If ‘yes’ give details on how the 
students and staff are made aware of these? 
    
Ans. 
Learning outcomes of all University affiliated colleges are the results in the examinations. Result 
in formative and summative assessments determine the learning outcomes of students. Each 
course has two components theory and practice. The practical aspect of the course practice is 
tested by project and assignment given to students during the program. The shows how the 
students put their theoretical knowledge in practice. 
 

The outcome of teaching is that students should be empowered. Workshops 
presentations, performance counseling guiding student response may be stated as outcomes of 
teaching. 
 
Learning outcomes:- 
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Gaining knowledge understanding getting through examinations preparing for competitive 
market, availing skills, etc are the intended learning outcomes. 

 
The outcomes of assessment related to that of teaching and learning and learning are 

determined by the University. Students who secure 35% and above are considered as pass in a 
semester. Students must pass individually in both external and internal evaluation. In internal 
assessments (30 marks in each subject) students must get minimum 11 marks. In the external 
examination (70 marks) passing marks are 25. Failing to attain the minimum score in either, they 
must reappear in the examination. In the annual system, in case of internal ATKT students were 
required to reappear only in the examination in the college. In the CBCS semester system 
internally failing students is supposed to reappear in the internal examination as well as submit 
project and assignments (Whichever is left)

There are text books, reference books and also several other journal book on different 
subject like literature, language, society, economics, management, personality development, 
journal knowledge and competitive exams in the library. The library is constantly updated. The 
UGC grand for the library enrichment a large quantum of CPE grand are used for updating and 
enriching the library. There are also some rare books, encyclopedias, dictionaries, scriptures in the 
reference section. Many leading local, national and international journals are subscribed by the 
institution.

(A) The institution runs NSS and NCC units as part of extension services there is a faculty in-
charge for each of these the NCC unit is registered under the 9th battalion of the NCC division, 
Ahmedabad. The NSS unit is linked the Youth Welfare Department of Gujarat University. The 
activities of the NCC are determined by the NCC division Ahmedabad. Moreover, The College 
tries to motivate students by giving them some space for performance and also by felicitating 
them. The institution plans the NSS activities on its own. It also responds to the invitation from 
NSS units of other colleges as well as the University and Youth Welfare Department of India and 
sends students and faculty in-charge for the activities (Seminar, workshop, camp, rally, lectures, 
etc.). 
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(B) The college gets no direct funds for NCC. Uniforms, Conveyance Money etc. are given to 
students by the NCC division Ahmedabad.  
 The Youth Welfare Department of the Gujarat University gives grants for holding activities in 
NSS. Every year the institution gives a grant of Rs.22000 for organising different activities under 
the NSS. It also gets an additional grant of Rs.22000 for organising NSS camp from Youth 
Welfare Department of the Gujarat University for organising NSS camp. The institution takes 
support from other agencies in terms of service oriented activities, lectures, etc. No financial aid is 
generally taken from any other agency for activities of NSS. 
(C) The extension activities contribute to over all development of the students. By actively 
participating these activities the students learn community services and understand the need for 
services. They are exposed to the large masses, the under privileged classes of society. They learn 
to serve them they also developed qualities like leadership sharing, leaving together in groups and 
helping one another. In NCC students also learns discipline and its importance in life. They get 
army tanning and look forward to joining the Indian Army. Three students of the institution have 
joined the Police Force some students have also joined the Indian Army. In short through these 
activities students learn to become good citizen of the country. Some of the programmes and 
activities contributing to such input are as under: 
In-House Activities:- 

I. Cleanly-ness in the college by students at least, one a year. 
II. NSS camp at Por in January 2010 and at Chadasana in February 2012.

3.6.5 How does the institution promote the participation of students and faculty in extension 
activities including participation in NSS, NCC, YRC and other National/ International 
agencies?

(A)There are in-charge faculties for NCC and NSS in the college. Students are given a choice to 
opt for these programs in semester-I. The in-charge faculty arranges an orientation meeting with 
students of semester-I and makes them aware of nature and scope of these extinction programs.

Students stay there and do different activities like holding free medical 
check-up camp arranging blood donation camp, inspiring guest lecturers for villagers, caring out 
projects like plantation, Motivating school children by arranging different competition in the 
village school and rewarding the winners. In 2010-11the NSS camp arranged in Por near 
Chandkheda with the assistance of the faculty in-charge Prof. Naresh Modia and the in-charge 
helper Shri Naresh Mehta. In the Year 2011-12 the NSS camp was arranged at Chadasana, a 
village near Ahmedabad, under the supervision and guidance of the faculty in-charge Prof-
D.J.Patel and the helper Mrs Naresh Mehta. In order to motivate the students, all the faculty 
members visit the camp destination at least once in the 10 days. 
 
(E)The institution motivate students participation in extension activities by extending financial 
assistance to students for participation in activities for example Students are given convene to 
attend workshops rallies, seminars and other such activities conducted by the university and other 
institution within the city. 5 students were sent to Pune to attend the Indian Students Parliament 
from 10th to 12th January 2013. The institution bore total cost of travelling, lodging and boarding 
of the students.

The college building is regularly maintained and white washed. Its furniture is repaired and the 
expenditure is shared by the colleges. The systems of reporting and taking action are well 
maintained. The upkeep of cleanliness and repair/maintenance is catered from the annual 
maintenance grant received by the colleges.  
 24 hour security is ensured on the campus. The security guard looks after the vehicles parked in 
the campus.  
 Equipments and computers are individually bought and maintained by each of the colleges. Our 
college has employed a technician for the upkeep and maintenance of equipments and computers.    
    

 The drinking water area has coolers where cold water is available to the students and the 
staff.  
 Washrooms of boys/girls are cleaned with chemicals and phenyl and keep the area healthy. 
Separate parking area is allotted for the staff, students and principals. The electric installation is 
fitted with modern gadgets and fluctuation and tripping is well looked into without major hassles. 
The campus has security guard and complete campus is fitted with CCTV Cameras with monitors 
in the chambers of Principals and the CampusCo-ordinator. 
 The Cafeteria caters for healthy and hygienic eatables with reasonable rates under the strict 
supervision of the Campus Co-ordinator.

It is the 
establishment of Bharatiya Vidya Bhavan, the first of its kind in the country to voice the cultural 
heritage of India to the world. The BVD Ahmedabad proudly bears and carries forward the 
tradition of its parental institution. The college holds numerous co-curricular and extra curricular 
activities for students round the year. It also sends students to other institutions to participate in 
inter college cultural and sports competitions. There is a Cultural Committee in the college which 
looks after the co-curricular and cultural activities within the college as well as outside it at other 
places. Prof. Niranjana  Brahmbhatt and Dr. Swati Kapadia are the members of the co-curricular 
and Cultural Committee. 

  
Dr.P.C.Chavda, the Physical Instructor of the college, looks after sports related activities. 

  
Youth Festival is a major Cultural event in an academic year. It is a project of the Gujarat 

University. All the colleges affiliated to the Gujarat University have been divided into six zones. 
The cultural inter college competitions are conducted by the University at 2 levels- 1 Zonal 2 Inter 
Zonal. Students who win at Zonal level, participate in inter zonal competitions. In each of the six 
zones, the Youth Festival is hosted by a college of that zone Inter Zonal Youth Festival is again, 
hosted by a college. 
 

Students participate enthusiastically every year in the Youth Festival.  The college bears total 
expenditure of student participation in the Youth Festival. Professional trainers are engaged to 
train the students for events like folk dance, group song, light vocal, skit, mime and mono acting. 
The college also provides accompaniment (musicians, etc.) to students. The Cultural Committee 
guides the participants for all competitions. The faculty accompanies the students at the venue of 
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competitions. The Principal takes a deep interest in the Youth Festival and all other cultural and 
sports activities done in the college and also offered by the college. 

 
   In the tear 2012-13 the college hosted the Youth Festival in the City Zone – the biggest zone 

with 105 colleges. About 40 colleges participated in about 28 dance, drama, music and fine arts 
competitions. The college successfully organised and conducted the maga event. The whole staff – 
teaching and non teaching – worked for successful organisation of the Youth Festival.  

 
Like Youth Festival, there is University Sports Festival as well. The Physical Instructor of the 

college trains the students and also accompanies them at the competition venue.

The Teaching Staff is fully qualified experienced and committed –
holding academic and professional degrees such as Ph.D. & M.Phil. The College has out of a 
complement of 23 members: 3 - Ph.Ds. 11 - M.Phils 1 - Faculty members having cleared the 
National Eligibility Test (NET). The Faculty conducts and participates in Workshops, Seminars, 
Conferences at National and International level and Refresher Courses. Staff Members – Teaching 
and Non-teaching - have religiously performed election duty, time and again. Our guest faculty 
consists of specialists drawn from different walks of life. The Faculty members have also 
published articles at international level and books. Faculty members have published research-
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related articles. The College has evolved a system to evaluate the performance of teachers through 
the Student Appraisal Forms and information is used as a feedback for quality improvement of 
teachers. A few of the teaching staff members are members of the Board of Studies, Gujarat 
University. 
The Faculty is encouraged to accelerate academic progress and professional advancement. Three 
Faculty members are pursuing their Ph.D. degrees in their respective fields of specializations. 
 
The Students 
 
Students, with their ambitious zeal and spontaneous enthusiasm are encouraged to enrich and fuel 
the drive of their teachers to excel at what they already are doing – imparting quality education.

The then Hon’ble Chief Justice Shri J.M. Shelat, Hon’ble Chief Justice shri P.N.Bhagwati, 
Hon’ble Chief Justice Shri B.J.Diwan, all of Gujarat High Court, were our former Chairmen. A 
full time coordinator is appointed by the Management to coordinate activities all the units under 
Bhavan’s Kendra at Ahmedabad, for the purpose of its smooth functioning. One of the member 
Shri Sudhirbhai Nanavati is a well know lawyer –educationist of India. 

 The Board’s primary functions are policy making and responsibility for sound resource 
management of the corporation. The Board determines the general, educational, and financial 
policies, and has the power to determine and periodically review the purpose and mission of the 
corporation, and to oversee and approve the budget of the corporation. The Board establishes 
policy guidelines for the endowment and for all investments and major fund raising efforts. The 
Board establishes, reviews, and approves substantive changes in the educational programs, and 
approves and authorizes all earned and honorary degrees in tune the affiliating University. The 
Board authorizes the purchase, management, and sale of all land, buildings, or major equipment 
for use of the corporation, and authorizes the construction of new buildings and major renovations 
of existing buildings. The Board authorizes the incurring of debts by the corporation. 

 There are at least three regular meetings of the Board annually, held on the date and at the 
place designated by the Board, the Chairman, the President, or the Secretary. All Trustees must 
disclose to the Board any possible conflict of interest.  
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 Each member of the managing committee is a versatile personality, devoted selflessly 
towards the growth of the institute. The managing committee respect the authority of the Principal, 
hence does not interfere in day to day management .Principal is autonomous in functionary as the 
supreme authority of the college. 

 However this does not yield is a sense of neglect towards the College and the management 
participates very actively in adhering to its leadership role. To ascertain professional management 
of the College the Committee has appointed a coordinator Lt.Col.(Rtd.) D.K. Sharma to 
coordinate both ways. He is available daily 11.00 a.m. to 6.00 p.m in the College premises in his 
office. The management takes input from the principal every 3 month, 6 month and annually 
which covers following terms:

The Principal is in constnt touch with the management and the cordial understanding from 
Staff to management makes the evaluation and suggestion easy. 
The principal hold two meetings a month with the staff and one with the coordinator. However the 
management meetig takes place tice a year. This smoothens the process of effective impleenttaion 
of policies.

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    Ans. 
The management is very proective as far as the academic leadership is concerned. It allows faculty 
to leave on duty to attend any academic event. Apart from leave it also helps the faculty in 
registration and research activities. The management also gives consent for any academic course 
useful for the students and bears the financial burden to run the course without burdening the 
students. Every year five to six such courses are run by the management for the students. The 
course for English Speaking is made compulsory for the BA with English as major students free of 
cost and management has been bearing its cost. There are many such examples which show that 
the College has very conducive atmosphere to run the academic courses and management is all out 
to provide adequate leadership to the academics.

 The college has a democratic atmosphere and has appointed a number of committees headed by 
different faculty irrespective of their junior or senior status. The extracurricular and curricular 
activities are given to faculty members by rotation which gives them ample space to groom the 
required leadership.

The college has its own mechanism of delegation. It doen’t interfere in daya to day functioning of 
the departments. The departments are free to select the courses as per the availability of the 
faculty. It also allows to draw the respective time table and designing of soft skill and foundation 
courses. Some departments which have optional courses are independent enough to select the 
choices. The departments are also free to organize departmental seminars, quiz, presentation 
sessions and movie, industrial visit or employment oriented events of their own.

For last five years the college has developed a strategic environment for development. It has 
planned the growth in systematic manner. The challenges were many and the biggest challenge 
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was the space and infrastructure. The college has managed to avil more space from its sister 
institution to eet the requirements of Seminar auditorium, AV room, E lecture theatre,  Language 
laboratory and common instruction cum presentation rooms. In the first phase the college availed 
the space. Simultaneaously the college drew a list of requirements which were mendatory to 
improve he academic and extra curricular activites of the college. The college applied and availed 
grants in a number of heads from UGC and other public sector organizations to meet the 
requirements related to infrstraucture. 
Once the facilities improved the college concentrated on the courses, increasingthe sphere of 
courses and appointed faculty on contractual basis to avoid gaps in teaching and learning. 
The college also decided not to shut down any course due to the dearth of faculty and run on 
management’s cost such courses for more than 5 years, incurring losses to the management but not 
to the students.  
Thus the college has attempted to not only maintain but also to improve quality of he education. 
The same is reviewed by faculty, students and management fro time to time and necessary 
amendments are done whenever required.

The college is heading for including more PG courses, multidisciplinary courses and increasing 
number of subjects to be offered to the students of Arts. It also plans to develop its infrastructure. 
At present college lacks in ambience and refurbishing some of the basic amenities. The college 
aims at providing and improving both as soon as possible.It also plans to enhance its research 
oriented activities. One such major event is being availed by the College where oone International 
Body shall organize first ever conference in india giving College the opportunity to organize the 
international conference in 2014.

Involvement of State bank of india, ONGC, NOGo etc are examples that the 
Collge keep on organizing events which attract the society to become the stakeholder in its 
activities. In addition to this the college also welcome a number of industries which offer 
employment facilities to the students and allows them to organize seminar and orientation 
programs from time to time. Tjis also brings opportunity to interact with the society at large and 
communities.   

 
� Human resource management 

 
 The college is a grant-in-aid college which runs simply on the grants. For last 25 years the State 
Government has not raised the college amount of College share. On the other hand for last 15 
years the state Government has not appointed even a single faculty or non-teaching staff on full 
scale. In such conditions the Human Resource management becomes a challenge for the college. 
Still with the active support of the management and sponsorship fro the Public and Private sector 
the college is able to organize all important functions and activities. This includes appointing 
faculty and staff embers of contract basis, visiting basis and appointing a technical person to run 
and maintain equipments in the college. 

 
� Industry interaction 

 
     The college has an open policy for the the industry and it welcomes the industry visits as well as 

visit from the industry to the college. At times there is a requirement which is requested by the 
industy in such cases the college provides the contact data to the industy, it also organizes the 
training schedules, seminars and orientation session along with the industrial partners. This 
enables a number of job opportunities to the students.

In past three years the college has been able to avail the 
grants under these titles from these two agencies:

     Apart from this the college also motivates the donors and societ to participate into the growth of 
the college. This year the College is celebrating 75th years of establishement of its trust Bharatiya 
Vidya Bhavan and 125th birth anniversary of its founder Dr K M Munshi. To celebrate this twin 
event the college has been successful in receiving a sponsorship of Rs 20 Lakhs from the State 
Bank of India. 

     Similarly the corporate sectors like ONGC is involved in arranging the NSS camps eavery year. 
     The Lions Clubs and the Rotary Clubs too get involved in form of joint activities which saves 

College money in organizing special events.

The major objection includes lack of teaching staff, staff on leave, lack of some infrastructural 
provisions like reading room or old infrastructure etc. 
Some of the objections which were directly under the preview of the college have been 
complied with like infrastructure changes to provide more student friendly services, reading 
room is provided, college is equipped with wi-fi, e-library and e journals as per the demands 
and objections of the audits.
